Thank you for your interest in the UNLVCSUN Judicial Council! Though not as busy as the other branches of the student government, the Judicial Branch plays an important role as an arbitrator and interpreter of the governing laws of the student government as a whole.
As a Justice sitting on the Judicial Council, your duties include, but are not limited to:

· Conducting interpretations of the CSUN Constitution.

· Deciding on the constitutionality of acts of CSUN entities.

· Hearing appeals of decisions of CSUN entities

· Reviewing the constitution and bylaws for problems or unclear statements
· Regularly attending CSUN Senate meetings

· Maintaining two(2) office hours
An effective Justice must be reliable, since it is required that seven out of nine Justices on the Judicial Council must be present to make decisions. You must have effective oral and written communication skills, since you are required to debate rules and statements with your fellow Justices and be able to state an idea that is understandable to others. You must also have the integrity to evaluate rules and make decisions objectively even when they may affect ones that you are close to.
Members of the Judicial Council must remain in good standing within their college for each semester that they serve as a Justice, and must be enrolled in at least six(6) credits at UNLV per semester. Justices are appointed for a two(2) year term from the date of appointment.

Choosing to be a member of the Judicial Council indicates a desire to find truth and dispense justice. We welcome all those who are interested in following the moral code of honesty and desire to seek understanding so that others may benefit.
