2. Completion of the CSUN Scholarship Study Abroad application form and essay.

3.  Return the CSUN Study Abroad Scholarship Application to the Office of International Programs, CBC B325, or fax the application to:  702-895-4147. 
4. Participation in a UNLV sponsored USAC study abroad program. Students attending USAC programs who are not currently enrolled, non-degree seeking students of UNLV are not eligible for the CSUN Study Abroad Scholarships. Students attending study abroad programs not sponsored by UNLV are not eligible for CSUN Study Abroad Scholarships. Students attending study abroad “tours” or programs of less than 1 month are not eligible for the CSUN Study Abroad Scholarship.
5. All scholarships are contingent upon acceptance to one of the UNLV sponsored USAC study abroad programs, admission to UNLV during the term the scholarship is awarded, continued eligibility for scholarships, and satisfactory completion of the study abroad program. Students who fail to attend or withdraw from study abroad programs will be required to repay any scholarship awards.  Scholarships are awarded for each term.  Students are encouraged to apply for scholarships for each term they intend to study abroad. It is also recommended that students complete the General Scholarship and financial aid applications.  General scholarship and financial aid applications are available from Financial Aid & Scholarships online: http://finaid.unlv.edu/ or on campus: SSC-232.
